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Application for Renewal Seal

In order to maintain certification, the catechist must continue his/her ongoing formation
in the faith. A catechist must earn six (6) hours per year for three (3) years (or a total
of eighteen (18) hours over a three (3) year period) following the reception of the
Diocese of Nashville Catechist Certificate.

Re-application for Renewal must be made every three years in order to keep Diocesan
certification updated. This application for a renewal seal should be made through the
Catechetical Leader of the Parish or School who will send the information to the
Diocesan Catechetical Coordinator.

All requests for Renewal Seals must be submitted, through the Parish or School
Catechetical Leader, to the Diocesan Catechetical Coordinator,

by October 1st of each year.
