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walking past his table had no idea Ford-
ham was a Catholic school. And the same 
could be said about a host of other Catho-
lic colleges and universities, he said.

“Many do not know of these schools and 
where they are, and this is an opportunity 
for students to broaden themselves as to 
the opportunities out there and not only 
get a good education, but an education 
with a Catholic environment,” Meyer said.

Like many schools, Catholic colleges 
offer top flight academics and plenty of op-
portunities for students to serve the com-
munity. It’s the role of faith and religion on 
campus that sets them apart, Meyer said.

“Faith … on a Catholic campus is a topic 
of conversation, which might not take 
place on other campuses,” he said. “I think 
you’re in an environment where others 
also see the value of religion in their lives.”

That faith component is something stu-
dents can carry with them beyond their 
college years, Meyer said. “You’re educated 
to be in the real world … but at the same 
time how to take your faith values into that 
environment when you get out of school.”

For Meaghan Colvin, it was her campus 
visit to the University of Dallas that sealed 
her decision. “Right when I walked on 
campus … I really felt as if I were already 
home.”

The sense of community she felt on her 
visit and since school started this fall, re-
minded her of St. Cecilia, she said. “I can 
already call Dallas my home.”

Other students can find the same kind 
of fit that Colvin did, according to Diane 

Connolly, assistant director of college 
counseling at St. Cecilia and one of the 
organizers of this year’s fair.

“There are lots of good choices,” said 
Connolly. 

Some students can feel overwhelmed, 
looking for their “perfect school,” she 
said. “There’s not one perfect school, 
there’s hundreds of perfect schools.”

Connolly and Janet Hensley, the direc-
tor of college counseling at St. Cecilia, 
encourage their students to start with a 
long list of college possibilities, she said. 
“We want to see 20 schools on it not two 
or three.”

The students can then narrow the list 
as they research the schools, Connolly 
explained.

Attending the Catholic College Fair can 
help in that process for any student, Con-
nolly said.

“There are lots of good choices for any 
high school student, but a high school stu-
dent looking for a spiritual base through 
their college years would do well to look 
at some of these schools that will be rep-
resented” at the fair, Connolly said.

The fair can be particularly helpful to 
students who want more information 
about Catholic colleges specifically, Con-
nolly said. “The Catholic College Fair is 
unique in that these are only Catholic 
schools and they’re all in one place … 
without sifting through them to see which 
is Catholic and which isn’t.”

The Catholic colleges and universities 
also appreciate the opportunity, Connolly 
said. “The schools know anyone who goes 
there is genuinely interested in shopping 

for a Catholic college. … A lot of schools 
have said, ‘We wouldn’t want to miss it.’”

About 40 colleges and universities from 
around the country are expected to have 
representatives at the fair, Connolly said. 
They include large, well-known schools, 
such as the University of Notre Dame, 
Boston College, St. Louis University and 
Marquette University, as well as smaller 
schools, such as the College of New 
Rochelle in New York, Thomas More Col-
lege in Northern Kentucky, and Stonehill 
College in Massachusetts.

The colleges also present a variety of 

campus settings, including urban schools as 
well as colleges in small towns and suburbs.

Many of the colleges will be represented 
by admissions counselors and others will 
be represented by alumni, Meyer said. Any 
alumnus of a Catholic college or university 
who would like to represent their school 
can contact Meyer at (615) 298-4572.

Last year, about 150 students from 
throughout the Nashville area, including 
Murfreesboro, Dickson and Springfield, 
attended the Catholic College Fair, Con-
nolly said. “We hope to have an even big-
ger turnout this year,” she said.
